1. Read with your child every day

Make reading every day a routine or habit.  You 

can make it a bedtime ritual or another time that 

works in your schedule.  You will find that this will 

become a special time for you and your child.



2. Foster a love of reading

Read books to your child that your child loves 

to read.  If your child is interested in the book, 

they will pay attention and want to participate 

in reading with you.  



3. Talk about your reading

*Talk about what you have read.

*Ask questions to make sure they understand 
the story.  

*Have them retell the story.

*Let them tell what connections they made 
with the story.

*Have them make predictions.
